Do
the same for each other in my memory.”

51 When we eat this bread and drink this cup, we proclaim your death Lord Jesus. So
as we share this feast may we, remember your love for us. Help us now to follow your
Way, and to walk in your goodness. Always make us one in you. 7 (tune: LSB 384)
