T Words of Our Lord Jesus T
On the night before our Lord Jesus was crucified, he revealed his Way of rescuing all

Sharing the Bread & Wine
Jesus says, “I am the bread of life. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood is

united with me and will be raised from the dead.” As we feed on the Creator’s Lamb 4
we are made members of his Body. ¢+ We no longer live for ourselves 4 but Christ
lives within us. ¢+ We invite all Baptized members of the holy universal Church, who
give their undivided allegiance to Jesus and are at peace with their brothers and sisters
in Christ, to join us 4+ as the Creator’s Lamb mysteriously gives himself to us in,
with, and under this bread, wine, and communion. 5 We fall down now before you,
Jesus you are the Lord. We lay our crowns before you, by all the earth adored. We
give you all of our lives, we will hold nothing back. For you gave us everything, there
is nothing we lack. You are the true Lamb of God, you gave your life for all. Teach us
now to live like lambs, to trust you as we fall. 5 (LSB 941)
